ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS

Mrs. Harris moved and Ms. Pitt seconded the motion to hire Angelica Marcello at the Frost Free Library.  Vote to approve was unanimous.  
At 9:15AM, Police Chief Lyons joined the meeting.  He advised the Selectmen of his decission to hire a part-time employee, Ed Bourassa, as a temporary Police Department Administrative Assistant.  

Mrs. Paight moved and Mrs. Harris seconded the motion to approve the hiring of Ed Bourassa to the Police Department as temporary Administrative Assistant.  A letter of agreement will be drafted for the terms of this temporary position for Mr. Bourassa.  

Chief Lyons discussed with the Selectmen current happenings within Town that concern the Police Department.  

Chief Lyons left at 9:47AM.  

The Selectmen discussed the work flow in the Selectmen’s Office.
