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SELECTMEN’S MEETING MINUTES

September 7, 2016

The meeting was called to order at 6:30PM by Chairman Pitt.  Present were Selectmen Mrs. Paight and Mrs. Harris.  Also present were Police Chief Chris Lyons, Officer Zach Byam, Scott Filimonov & Ham Richardson.
APPOINTMENT

6:30PM - Scott Filimonov, Town Plumbing Inspector & Ham Richardson, Town Electrical Inspector
Mr. Filimonov and Mr. Richardson discussed with the Selectmen the inspections needed for plumbing and electrical inspections along with the permit fees.  Mr. Filimonov does inspections for oil furnaces.  For gas furnaces, the installer must be licensed by the State.  Mr Corpra from the Fire Marshall’s Office will be contacted and asked to come to a Selectmen’s meeting to discuss oil furnaces.
The fees for inspections were discussed.  It was suggested there be a minimum fee for inspections.  It was brought up there could be instituted a reinspection fee, with the homeowner or builder, advised of the amount.  

Mr. Filimonov and Mr. Richardson were given sample job descriptions and asked to evaluate them.  The Selectmen will develop a plan, permits, and fee schedule, after which the inspectors will return for further discussion.  Mr. Filimonov and Mr. Richardson left at 7:25PM.

Chief Lyons advised the Selectmen of his potential Administrative Assistant hire.  A discussion was held concerning time off for his choice of the potential hire.  This individual would be a temporary employee.  

Chief Lyons advised the Selectmen that he would like to have dental coverage for his department.  

Chief Lyons and Officer Byam left at 8:40PM.  

A discussion was held to finalize the employment contracts for the Town Inspectors.

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS
Chairman Pitt moved and Mrs. Harris seconded the motion to accept the Accounts Payable Registers in the amounts of $26,907.72 and $215.00. Vote to approve was unanimous.

Chairman Pitt moved and Mrs. Harris seconded the motion to accept the Direct Deposit Registers in the amounts of $886.71 and $6,649.32, and the FICA General Ledger in the amount of $2,427.84 and the Payroll Check Registers in the amounts of $921.16 and $292.14. Vote to approve was unanimous.

The Selectmen reviewed and signed the August Water/Sewer Daily Readings Report. 
The Selectmen reviewed and signed the DRA PA-28 Forms Request.
Mrs. Paight moved and Mrs. Harris seconded the motion to adjourn the meeting. Vote was unanimous. Meeting adjourned at 9:15PM.
