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SELECTMEN’S MEETING MINUTES

September 26, 2016
The meeting was called to order at 6:30PM by Mrs. Harris.  Present were Selectman Mrs. Paight and Administrative Assistant Sharon Booth.  Also present was David Aiken.  
APPOINTMENTS

6:30PM – David Aiken, RTC

Mr. Aiken advised the Selectmen of goings-on in the RTC Department.  Chris Batchelder is scheduled for Operator training.  The upkeep of the RTC buildings was discussed.  The burn pile has been able to be maintained, instead of putting items into the demolition pile.  The Free Appliance Disposal Day acquired approximately 10 units and the Free Tire Disposal Day count was approximatley 75 units.  Both days went well.  The RTC received a new skid of bags to sell for $2.50 roll or $60/case (250).  Planet Aid recently picked up any donations left in their bin.  The activity detail report from NRRA (Northeast Resource Recovery Association) was discussed.   This report details pickups from the RTC of recyclable goods (roll off hauling).  Mr. Aiken stated he is working on the 2017 RTC budget proposal. The current year’s RTC budget is looking good.  Mr. Aiken left at 6:55PM.  
Loretta Simonds joined the meeting 6:31PM.  At 6:55PM, Ms. Simonds discussed a concern she has of an increase in rodents in the vicinity of her property.   A possible cause may be the abnormal lack of precipitation we have experienced in this area of the county.  Ms. Simonds has done extensive research on how to best contain the spread of any possible diseases associated with these rodents.  She also advised the Selectmen on how storing food correctly, cleaning up after animals, cleaning up birdseed, only composting in containers, and storing other animal food (dog and cat) in containers that can not be invaded, can help to keep the rodents at bay.  These rodents do not hibernate and can become invasive very easily.  Ms. Simonds requested the Selectmen post notices within the town stating the information she has obtained concerning keeping the rodents away from homes and being aware of possible diseases they can spread.  Mr. Aiken and Ms. Simonds left at 7:15PM.
APPOINTMENTS

7:00PM – Mike Wilber-Building Permits/Dry Well
The Selectmen and Mr. Wilber discussed and reviewed templates for building permits, certificates of occupancy, and demolition permits.  Mr. Wilber advised the Selectmen the Town website building inspector information needs to be updated and as soon as the new permits are available they should be available online.  Ms. Booth will make sure the website is updated.  
Mr. Wilber requested a list of previous building permits obtained so that he could address any that required further inspection.  Discussion of the flow of building permits and what will be requested with each permit occurred.  Mr. Wilber and the Selectmen discussed a property on Oliver Road.  A resident has requested information concerning that property.  Ms. Booth will supply the information requested.  Mr. Wilber left at 8:00PM.  

Officer Byam joined the meeting at 7:22PM.  Officer Byam discussed with the Selectmen a salary study from Rindge for police officers.  He also updated the Selectmen that the new Administrative Assistant would be starting early next week. Discussion of actively recruiting when new officers are needed took place.  Officer Byam left at 8:12PM.  

Discussion on hiring a contractor as Welfare Director took place. 

Mrs. Paight moved and Mrs. Harris seconded the motion to hire Mary Drew as the new subcontracted Welfare Director for the Town.  Vote to approve was unanimous.

The Selectmen discussed  the need of an addendum on Ms. Molesky’s resignation letter dated 9/22/16.  It had stated an end date of 10/13/16 in error.  Ms. Molesky wrote to the Selectmen that she had meant to give a two weeks notice and her last day would be 10/06/16 and would like to amend her letter.  

Discussion of needed new locks for the public Town Offices bathroom and the side door entrance took place.  Ms. Booth will call the locksmith to get both locks repaired. 

Discussion on recruitment for a new Assistant to the Selectmen’s Office Administrative Assistant took place.  Discussed also was the description of this position as it will no longer include being a Welfare Director.   

Mrs. Paight moved and Mrs. Harris seconded the motion to accept the Accounts Payable Register in the amount of $94,447.99.  Vote to approve was unanimous.

Mrs. Paight moved and Mrs. Harris seconded the motion to accept the Direct Deposit Registers  in the amounts of $17.99 and $7,449.22, and the FICA General Ledger in the amount of $2,415.87 and the Payroll Check Register in the amount of $1,370.42. Vote to approve was unanimous.

Mrs. Paight moved and Mrs. Harris seconded the motion to adjourn the meeting. Vote was unanimous. Meeting adjourned at 8:51PM.
