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SELECTMEN’S MEETING MINUTES

September 28, 2016

The meeting was called to order at 11:11 A.M. by Chairman Pitt.  Present was Selectman Mrs. Harris.  
The Selectmen reviewed minutes of the 9/19/2016 and 9/22/2016 Selectmen’s meetings.    
Mrs. Harris moved and Chairman Pitt seconded the motion to accept the minutes of the 9/19/2016 and 9/22/2016 meetings as amended.  Vote to approve was unanimous.  
Discussion of Cheshire TV viewing programs available and the cost as well as the ability to view them took place for all Town residents.   A decision on entering into a new agreement with Cheshire TV for the future was discussed.  This discussion will be tabled for a future meeting.  
Mr. Tarr with the Highway Department joined the meeting at 12:00 P.M.  Mr. Tarr gave the Selectmen an update on Underwood Road.  He requested a letter be sent to the Forrester  to make sure vehicle traffic is prevented on the logging road on the Audubon property after the logging is completed.  The Selectmen suggested possible signs stating no vehicles allowed, along with a barrier that Mr. Tarr would set up .   Correspondence from the Marlborough Condos Association was reviewed.  Mr. Tarr indicated the trench behind the condos will be cleaned before winter.  The Selecmen and Mr. Tarr discussed the current job opening of the 

Water/Sewer Operator and possible candidates for the position.  Discussion of possible other places to post the position took place.  Mr. Tarr left at 12:21 P.M.   
Electrical permits pulled for properties in the trailer park were discussed.  Some of these sites had cement poured before being inspected by the Town Electrical Inspector.  Ms. Booth will find out from the Town Electrical Inspector what is needed for inspections to meet requirements.    
Chairman Pitt moved and Mrs. Harris seconded the motion to accept a change in the resignation date of Ms. Molesky, at Ms. Molesky’s request, from October 13th to October 6th.  

Chief Lyons joined the meeting at 1:45 P.M.  He gave the Selectmen an update on personnel. 

Mike Wilber, Town Health Officer,  joined the meeting at 1:55 PM.  He discussed with the Selectmen a possible health issue.  Means to reduce the possible issue were discussed.  Mr. Wilber will conduct research and report back to the Selectmen and he suggested a follow-up meeting. 
Mr. Wilber and Chief Lyons left the meeting at 2:30 PM.  
Chairman Pitt moved and Mrs. Harris seconded the motion to adjourn the meeting. Vote was unanimous. Meeting adjourned at 2:32 P.M.
