ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS

The Selectmen reviewed and signed a building permit for Map 06 Lot 020, with conditions.

The Selectmen reviewed and signed a Deed Without Covenants for a Town property that had been sold.
Discussion of charges on the Mother’s Hardware account took place.  A letter will be sent by Ms. Booth to Mother’s Hardware stating concerns of account invoices. 
Chairman Pitt relayed to the Selectmen a conversation she had with Chief Lyons concerning pay scales.
