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SELECTMEN’S MEETING MINUTES

October 14, 2016

The meeting was called to order at 9:05 A.M. by Chairman Pitt.  Present were Selectmen Mrs. Harris and Mrs. Paight.  

The Selectmen reviewed and signed the General Posting Register.
The Selectmen reviewed and discussed correspondence from the Department of Environmental Services concerning recent sampling reports for the Town. Discussion of where samples are taken took place.  
The Selectmen reviewed a contract from Mary Drew, the new Municipal Welfare Services Administrator who will be subcontracted by the Town.  The Selectmen had a couple of questions concerning the contract and will contact Ms. Drew for clarification before signing the contract.  Also discussed was the installation of the Government Assistance Program (GAP) to assist the Town with Welfare Assistance applications and appointment scheduling.  
The Selectmen discussed an email from the Trustees of the Trust Funds concerning possible cash requirements in the coming year.  Chairman Pitt will send a reply to the Trustees with the Selectmen’s response.  
The Selectmen reviewed information on Water Protection Grants available.  They agreed this would be something the Town would look into applying for next year.

At 9:50 A.M. Barbara Cartier joined the meeting.  

At 10:00 A.M., the Selectmen conducted an interview with Mrs. Cartier concerning the position of Office Assistant.  

Mrs. Cartier left the meeting at 10:45 A.M.

The Selectmen reviewed and discussed a request from Monadnock Family Services for a donation to be included in the 2017 Budget. 

The Selectmen discussed integrating planning decisions with property tax files. They also reviewed an email Kathy Oliver sent the Selectmen concerning a previous, final review for parking, by the Zoning Board, at the auction business in Town.  There have been concerns raised of vehicular traffic on the foot path passing by the Bell Tower, by residents.   

The Selectmen reviewed a request from Ms. Booth to attend the Annual NHMA Conference.  The Selectmen approved the request.  

Chief Lyons joined the meeting at 11:10 A.M.  He updated the Selectmen on the Police Department.  
Chief Lyons left at 11:20 A.M.

The Selectmen discussed the 2017 Annual Report and the use of color within it.  Ms. Booth will contact the printer for prices estimates for the 2017 Annual Report.
The Selectmen discussed what is still needed to set the new tax rate.  Ms. Booth will contact the Department of Revenue Administration and the Town Assessment company for needed information.
