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SELECTMEN’S MEETING MINUTES

October 21, 2016

The meeting was called to order at 9:10 A.M. by Chairman Pitt.  Present were Selectmen Mrs. Paight and Mrs. Harris.  Also present was Sharon Booth, Administrative Assistant.
ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:
The Selectmen reviewed minutes of the 10/11/2016, 10/14/2016, and 10/17/2016 Selectmen’s meetings.    Mrs. Harris moved and Chairman Pitt seconded the motion to accept the minutes of the 10/11/2016, 10/14/2016, and 10/17/2016 meetings as amended.  Vote to approve was unanimous.  

The Selectmen reviewed and signed posting registers. 

The Selectmen reviewed and discussed a pricing quote for the 2017 Annual Report.  

Chairman Pitt moved and Mrs. Paight seconded the motion to limit the number of colored pages in the Annual Report for 2017 to two, one each for the Town and the School.  Vote to approve was unanimous.  
The Selectmen reviewed the 2017 Lawn Bid information and the classified ad to be placed.  They also discussed making sure the 2017 Cleaning Services Bid was advertised.  
Chairman Pitt moved and Mrs. Paight seconded the motion to submit advertisements in the Keene Sentinel for both the 2017 Lawn Care Bid and the 2017 Cleaning Services Bid and to notify last year’s bidders.  Vote to approve was unanimous.  

The Selectmen reviewed correspondence from the property owner of Map 03 Lot 092-14. A reply will be sent to the owner of the property.  

The Selectmen reviewed and discussed information from HealthTrust on Dental Plans.  The premiums of the different plans were discussed.  The Selectmen also discussed increased rates, for required New Hampshire retirement matches by the Town, for employees.    

The Selectmen discussed current projects and priorities including the Monadnock Disposal contract.  The Selectmen recommended that Ms. Booth keep a spreadsheet of all contracts the Town enters into.  The Selectmen asked Ms. Booth to contact Primex and inquire about policy and procedures for the Town Safety Committee.  The Selectmen also asked Ms. Booth to implement a spreadsheet with all grant information.  
At 11:15 A.M. Officer Byam and Chief Lyons joined the meeting.  They discussed with the Selectmen a proposed pay rate step program for starting Officers and Sergeants.  Resumes submitted for the open position of Police Department Officer were discussed.  

Chairman Pitt moved and Mrs. Paight seconded the motion to make an offer to a certified individual for the Police Department. Officer Byam and Chief Lyons left at 12:00 P.M.

The Selectmen discussed the parking issue on Terrace St. and the driving of vehicles on the foot path by the Bell Tower.  Minutes of a 2013 Zoning Board of Appeals meeting were reviewed.  Mr. Tarr will be asked to place boulders on the path to dissuade vehicles from using the path.  A letter will also be sent to the owner of the auction business to remind customers of where parking is allowed.
The Selectmen discussed using United Way through which Town donations would be dispersed through.  

Mrs. Paight moved and Mrs. Harris seconded the motion to adjourn the meeting. Vote was unanimous. Meeting adjourned at 12:05 P.M.
