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SELECTMEN’S MEETING MINUTES

October 31, 2016

The meeting was called to order at 6:30 P.M. by Chairman Pitt.  Present were Selectmen Mrs. Paight and Mrs. Harris.  Also present was Sharon Booth, Administrative Assistant.

APPOINTMENTS:

6:30 P.M. – Jim Despres, Marlborough Property Owner

At 6:30 P.M. Mr. Despres, Ryan Nass, Richard Touslui, and Jonathon Despres joined the meeting.   Mr. Despres asked the Selectmen about a letter he received from the Selectmen concerning complaints about junk and unregistered vehicles.   He told the Selectmen that he and the three tenants (listed above) are currently working on addressing the complaints.  All cars are now registered and a truck will be removed within the next week.  The Selectmen advised them to clean up other areas of concern on the property.  A timeline for cleanup was agreed upon, along with a priority listed for each concern.   Mr. Despres agreed to update the Selectmen about progress and corrections made by the end of November before the deadline of December 1st.

The Selectmen discussed correspondence from Mr. Goodrich, the Town Moderator concerning the upcoming election on November 8th.  

The Selectmen discussed the Winter Parking Ban and Ms. Booth will post the necessary notices.  

The Selectmen discussed the best way to get all Zoning Board of Appeals and Planning Board Committee members a current Ordinance and Regulations Manual.  Ms. Booth will get these printed at Staples to make sure all members have them for the next meeting.  

At 7:55 P.M. Chief Lyons joined the meeting.  He discussed with the Selectmen the interview process that will take place for the applicants for Police Officer for the Town.
