The meeting was called to order at 9:00 A.M. by Chairman Pitt.  Present were Selectmen Mrs. Paight and Mrs. Harris.  Also present was Sharon Booth, Administrative Assistant.

APPOINTMENTS:

9:00 A.M. – Mike Wilber, Scott Filimonov, Town Inspectors  

The Board discussed with the Town Inspectors all aspects of the permitting process for Building, Plumbing, and Electrical Inspections.  Templates for permitting were reviewed.  Permit fees were discussed and will be reviewed at the Selectmen’s meeting on 11/07/2016.

10:00 A.M. – Jeff Miller, Robert Raymond, Citizen Committee on Charitable Contributions 

Mr. Miller and Mr. Raymond joined the meeting at 10:00 A.M.  The Board discussed with Mr. Miller and Mr. Raymond the final report submitted by the Citizen Committee on Charitable Contributions.  Discussion on how particular agencies provide help to Marlborough residents took place.  A suggestion to set a cap within the Town budget for the total Charitable Contributions was made.  It was also suggested the agencies requesting donations be reviewed to make sure money is allocated for Marlborough residents. Recent requests for donations that have been submitted to the Selectmen were reviewed.  The possibility of using United Way data to direct where the real needs are for current conditions was discussed vs. giving a stated amount directly to United Way.  The Selectmen will take the recommendations from the Committee in making a decision for the budget year 2017.  In the meantime, the Budget Advisory Committee will submit letters to agencies seeking donations from the Town requesting a financial status report.  Mr. Miller and Mr. Raymond left at 11:00 A.M.
At 10:30 A.M. Officer Byam and Chief Lyons joined the meeting.  

At 11:05 A.M. the Selectmen, Officer Byam and Chief Lyons discussed coverage for Election Day at Marlborough School.   Chief Lyons told the Selectmen that Officer Byam raised $1,325.00 for Beards for Bucks for the Child Advocacy Center.  Discussion of interviews conducted this week for a new police officer took place.  The Selectmen agreed on a candidate and asked Chief Lyons to make the applicant an offer.  The waiting list at the Police Academy was discussed along with the possibility of part-time officers for the Town.  Chairman Pitt suggested investigating part-time officer positions.  
Mrs. Harris moved and Mrs. Paight seconded the motion to offer Meghan Birnie a conditional offer of employment.  Vote to approve was unanimous.

Officer Byam and Chief Lyons left at 12:07 P.M.
