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SELECTMEN’S MEETING MINUTES

November 14, 2016

The meeting was called to order at 6:02 P.M. by Mrs. Harris.  Present was Selectman Mrs. Paight.  Also present was Mr. Mike Wilber.  
Mr. Wilber, Building Inspector, and the Selectmen began review of the schedule of permit fees for residential property.

APPOINTMENTS
6:00 P.M. –Mr. Geigel and Ms. Sauvain
At 6:08 P.M., Mr. Geigel and Ms. Sauvain joined the meeting.  
The discussion with Mr. Wilber was postponed to allow the Selectmen to meet with Mr. Geigel and Ms. Sauvain at 6:10 P.M.
Mrs. Harris advised Mr. Geigel and Ms. Sauvain that the Electrical Inspector had inspected the yurts in view of the electrical permit.  The original temporary permit is valid for one year and for use with construction tools only.  Likewise, 2 extension cords on the ground from the electric panel are being used for electricity to the yurts.  The cords are in violation of the National Electric Code and must be removed or disconnected.  They also constitute a serious safety hazard.  
Mr. Geigel and Ms. Sauvain were also advised that the compost toilet was to have been placed in the yurts after the platform was constructed by this past summer.  Mr. Geigel and Ms. Sauvain acknowledged that the platform had not been built and agreed the toilet will be removed from the pop-up camper by November 21, 2106.  They will be removing the pop-up camper in the near future.  Mr. Geigel and Ms. Sauvain left at 6:25 P.M.

At 6:25 P.M. the discussion with Mr. Wilber reconvened.  

After completion of the residential permit fees, the Board and Mr. Wilber completed a commercial permit fee schedule.  Under certain circumstances, those seeking permits will be required to obtain an independent third party review of plans before permits will be issued.  

Motion to approve the Commercial Permit Fee Schedule as drafted was made by Mr. Paight and seconded by Mrs. Harris.  Vote was unanimous.  

Mr. Coutts joined the meeting at 6:55 P.M.

Mr. Wilber left the meeting at 7:00 P.M.

At 7:00 P.M. Mr. Coutts advised the Board about the progress he has made cleaning up the properties on Tarbox Court.  Two cars remained, but will be taken by Scrap-It.  A truck left will be stripped and the remainder will be disposed of.  There are some plows on one lot which are to be kept.  Mr. Coutts left the meeting at 7:20 P.M.

Mrs. Harris moved and Mrs. Paight seconded the motion to accept the Accounts Payable Manifest in the amount of $30,657.96. Vote to approve was unanimous.

Mrs. Paight moved and Mrs. Harris seconded the motion to accept the Payroll Check Register in the amount of $1,838.90, and the FICA General Ledger in the amount of $2,365.09. Vote to approve was unanimous.
Mrs. Paight moved and Mrs. Harris seconded the motion to accept the minutes of the 11/08/2016 meeting as written.   Vote to approve was unanimous.  
Mrs. Paight moved and Mrs. Harris seconded the motion to accept the minutes of the 11/07/2016 and the Public Hearing meeting minutes of 11/11/2016 as amended.   Vote to approve was unanimous.  
The Selectmen reviewed and signed a Notice of Intent to Cut Wood or Timber for Map 2, Lots 52,53,and 55.  

The Board reviewed and edited the advertisement for the Water/Sewer Operator System position.

Mrs. Paight moved and Mrs. Harris seconded the motion to adjourn the meeting. Vote was unanimous. Meeting adjourned at 7:51PM.
