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SELECTMEN’S MEETING MINUTES

November 18, 2016

The meeting was called to order at 9:05 A.M. by Mrs. Harris.  Present was Selectman Mrs. Paight.  Also present was Sharon Booth, Administrative Assistant.
APPOINTMENT:

9:00 A.M. - Tim Pelkey 
Tim Pelkey joined the meeting at 9:05 A.M.  He discussed with the Selectmen electrical work done on the new mobile homes on Mountain Drive.  The Town Electrical Inspector contacted Mr. Pelkey and explained what work needed to be done for the electrical permit to be considered complete.  Mr. Pelkey clarified what work he did on the mobile homes.  He stated he met with the Electrical and Plumbing Inspectors and was aware that heat tape on the water pipes, vent pipe extensions, and conduit assessment had to be completed as soon as possible.  He advised the Selectmen that the mobile home park manager, Mr. Richardson had some inspections done by HUD, but wasn’t sure the extent of them.  He recommended the Selectmen contact Mr. Richardson about any outstanding concerns on the issued permits.  The Selectmen agreed they would contact Mr. Richardson and invite him in to speak with them.    
The Selectmen discussed the Senate Bill 146 concerning Accessory Dwelling Units that becomes effective June 1, 2017.  
The Selectmen reviewed and revised the job posting description for the Water/Sewer position.
The Selectmen reviewed an email from the Electrical Inspector concerning an electrical hook-up on a property that was a safety violation of the National Electric Code and is a dangerous situation.  Ms. Booth will contact the owner of the property to make them aware of the danger and let them know of the violation.  
Mrs. Paight moved and Mrs. Harris seconded the motion to accept the minutes of the 11/14/2016 as amended.   Vote to approve was unanimous.  
The Selectmen reviewed and signed Posting Registers.
