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SELECTMEN’S MEETING MINUTES

November 30, 2016

The meeting was called to order at 9:00 A.M. by Selectman Mrs. Harris.  Present was Selectmen Mrs. Paight and Ms. Pitt (by phone).  Also present was Administrative Assistant Sharon Booth.

Tom Richardson with the Fairlaine Mobile Home Park joined the meeting at 9:00 A.M.

The Selectmen discussed with Mr. Richardson work that was done at the Fairlaine Mobile Home Park in Marlborough.  The work included conduits that were part of an Electric Permit issued by the Town for a number of mobile homes.  Mr. Richardson was advised by Mr. Pelkey, and who obtained the electric permit, whom the Selectmen had already talked with,  on how the conduits should be installed.  However, the conduits were not inspected by the Town Electrical Inspector and the electricity was powered by Eversource with an inspection.  
The Selectmen and Mr. Richardson discussed what could be done to have the Town not liable for uninspected work.  The solution discussed was to have an affidavit signed on behalf of the mobile home park certifying all work work was done in compliance and accordance with all prevaling requirements and to sign a waiver to indemnity and hold harmless the Town.  The mobile home park would also be responsible to notify all tenants of said mobile homes and pay for the Town’s Counsel to inspect all documents.  The Selectmen would like to see documents by December 15, 2016.  
The Selectmen and Mr. Richardson also agreed that going forward there is the understanding of exactly what needs to be done in respect to all inspections for any permits.  

Mr. Richardson said that in terms of winterizing, all the mobile homes in question were equipped with heat tape.  Mr. Richardson will provide the Town will snow loads of all the mobile homes in question from the manufacturer and make sure all homes have vent extensions installed as needed.  
The Selectmen and Mr. Richardson discussed where the Town’s responsibility of the water lines begin and ends.   Mr. Richardson left at 10:00 A.M.
Discussion of the previous night’s Selectmen’s meeting took place. 

Ms. Pitt moved to give authority to spend money from the current budget to the Police Department to purchase requested mobile radios.  Chief Lyons will need to get a quote/invoice for the mobile radios and the purchase will be made at the end of December 2016.  Mrs. Harris seconded the motion.  Vote was unanimous.  
Chief Lyons joined the meeting at 10:23 A.M.  
Chief Lyons discussed the open Officer position, the purchase of the mobile radios and the possibility of employing a State Trooper as a subcontractor as needed per diem.  The Selectmen agreed this would be a good idea. 
Ms. Pitt moved to engage hiring a State Trooper per diem for approximately 24 hours per week as needed, during staff shortages, with salary being paid from the full-time salary line within the Police Department budget.  Ms. Paight seconded the motion.  Vote was unanimous.  
Mrs. Paight moved and Mrs. Harris seconded the motion to adjourn the meeting. Vote was unanimous. Meeting adjourned at 10:45 A.M.
