SELECTMEN’S MEETING MINUTES

June 20, 2016

The meeting was called to order at 6:30PM by Chairman Pitt.  Present were Selectmen Mrs. Paight and Mrs. Harris, and Administrative Assistant Ms. Booth.  Also present was Mr. Aiken.
APPOINTMENTS
6:30PM – David Aiken, RTC

Mr. Aiken told the Selectmen that three of the RTC employees are now Certified Principal Operators.  Mr. Aiken was asked whether the RTC tracks cash transactions by individual items, such as bags. Mr. Aiken said that all transactions are identified with prices on daily cash out logs provided to the Town Clerk.  Mr. Aiken stated he is in the process of building a dormer for the shed.  The RTC has received donated signs stating “Please Drive Slow” and he will make sure the arrow signs are refreshed so that they are visible.  The first service on the Bobcat was completed recently.  Additional Hazardous Waste dates have been posted and will be added to the Town website. Mr. Aiken stated that receipts for the items recycled are less than in the past.  Mr. Aiken left at 6:52PM.   
6:45PM – Brian Tarr, Highway Department - Joined the meeting at 6:45.  
Mr. Tarr stated the new Highway Department truck arrived at the dealership without the heat package that was ordered and paid for.  Mr. Tarr and the Selectmen discussed this situation and Mr. Tarr will have the dealership rectify the problem and make sure the Town gets exactly what was ordered.  A DES Storm-Water Pre-Application needs to be submitted by the Town.  Mr. Tarr will get the information for the application on sites within the Town that are in need of new storm drains and/or storm-water repair as well as an estimate of costs.  
At 7:00PM the Public Hearing scheduled, convened for the Bixby Street property.  

As no members of the public attended other than Mr. Aiken and Mr. Tarr, who had no questions, the Selectmen entered back into the Selectmen’s meeting at 7:05PM.  

The Selectmen discussed with Mr. Tarr a car accident that took place when someone drove over a manhole.  Damage was sustained to the vehicle.  Ms. Booth will submit a claim with the Town’s insurance company.  Mr. Tarr and the Selectmen agreed the Town was at fault for the accident.  Mr. Tarr also discussed with the Selectmen how the vendor used for calcium chloride is changing over to liquid from solid.  The Town may need to invest in a tank for the liquid.  Mr. Tarr and Mr. Aiken left at 7:15 

Joining the meeting at 7:15 were Isabell Jolie, Craig Rice, Maureen Sullivan, John bolster, Robert John, Tom Carroll, Michael Goldschmidt, and Naomi Stone.  
7:05PM – Mrs. Grace, Mrs. Woodward, and Mr. Fairfield - Cemetery Trustees – joined the meeting at 7:05PM
Ms. Pitt discussed Burial Deeds with the Cemetery Trustees restrictions on sales or transfers of assignment of Deeds of Burial Lots, in reference to the legality of such restrictions.  Ms. Pitt will contact NHMA for legal advice on this question. Also, discussed was the point that the Town does not buy back plots as all money from the sale of Burial Lots goes to perpetual care.  Many other towns have gone to a Right to Interment and this should be researched to see if the Town of Marlborough should consider this. The Cemetery Trustees are recommending the following price increases for Town Graves:  Pine Grove Cemetery - $200 for single 4’ x 5’ cremation lot and $400 for one full burial lot (one grave). Meeting House Cemetery - $400 for a single 4’ x 5’cremation lot and $800 for one full burial lot (one grave).   A Cemetery Trustees meeting will be held to discuss and vote on price increases and a decision on Deeds vs. Right to Inter for grave lots.  Mrs. Grace, Mrs. Woodward, and Mr. Fairfield left at 7:27PM.
ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS
Mrs. Harris moved and Ms. Pitt seconded the motion to accept the minutes of the 6/13/2016 Selectmen’s meeting as amended.   Vote to approve was unanimous.  

The Selectmen reviewed and signed the General Journal Postings.

Mrs. Paight moved and Ms. Pitt seconded the motion to accept the Accounts Payable Manifests in the amount of $400.61 and $1,416.30. Vote to approve was unanimous.

Mrs. Paight moved and Ms. Pitt seconded the motion to accept the Direct Deposit Register in the amount of $7,449.97; the Payroll Check Register in the amount of $906.30, and the FICA General Ledger in the amount of $2,397.65. Vote to approve was unanimous.

Mr. Ruggles has requested a beach permit for a vehicle owned by his employeer, who is not a Marlborough resident, but a vehicle that Mr. Ruggles drives.  Ms. Pitt moved to grant Mr. Ruggles a permit for this vehicle and Mrs. Paight seconded the motion.  Vote to approve was 2 in favor and 1 against.  Motion passed. 

The Selectmen reviewed and signed a Zoning Board of Appeals Certificate of Appointment for David Lauren and a Planning Board Certificate of Appointment for Robert Harris. Mr. Harris will resign from the Zoning Board.
The Selectmen signed a Notice of Intent to Cut Timber for Map 02 Lots 44,45,and 46.  

A Building Permit for Map 02 Lot 033 was reviewed by the Selectmen.  The application does not set forth the setbacks.  Once this information is received and setback restrictions are found to be within zoning regulations, the building permit will be signed.  

The Selectmen signed the Listing of Unlicensed dogs submitted by the Town Clerk to enable the Town to issue civil forfeitures as set forth in Title XLV, Chapter 466:14.  

 A letter from Cliff Warme was read by the Selectmen concerning his difficulties in getting a water meter installed on Water Street.  Ms. Pitt will send letter to the owner.  

The Auditor has asked some questions about the Water Well Funds.  Chairman Pitt asked Mrs. Paight if she’d look into the information needed by the Auditor and report back to the Selectmen.  
Chairman Pitt opened the floor to the public.  Ms. Isabelle Jolie asked questions concerning the procedure by which correspondence sent to the Select Board was done, specifically to corresepondence she and others in the audience had sent.   
Motion to enter Nonpublic Session was made by Ms. Pitt and seconded by Mrs. Paight, per RSA 91-A:3, II (e) at 7:42PM in consideration of pending claims.  

Roll Call vote to enter nonpublic session; Chairman Pitt – Yes, Mrs. Harris – Yes, Mrs. Paight – Yes. 

Nonpublic session was entered into at 7:42PM.  

Public session reconvened at 8:17PM.  

Motion to seal minutes was made by Mrs. Harris and seconded by Ms. Pitt.

Roll Call vote to seal minutes: Chairman Pitt – Yes, Mrs. Harris – Yes, Mrs. Paight – Yes.  Motion passed. 

Mrs. Paight moved and Chairman Pitt seconded the motion to adjourn the meeting. Vote was unanimous. Meeting adjourned at 8:20PM.
