APPOINTMENTS:

 for the meeting.  The Selectmen discussed with Mr. Gavrin the potential providers of alternative energy sources for power for the Town of Marlborough.  Mr. Gavrin left at 6:15 P.M.
6:15 P.M. – Brian Tarr, Highway Department 

At 6:15 P.M. Mr. Tarr joined the meeting.  Mr. Tarr presented to the Selectmen quotes and information for the purchase of a sidewalk snowplow/sander. The current one is inoperative and cannot be repaired.  
Mrs. Paight moved and Mrs. Harris seconded the motion to purchase a used 2010 Holder C992 sidewalk snowplow/sander for $29,000 which takes into consideration a $10,000 tradein for the old sidewalk snowplow/sander and the old one-ton truck.  

Mr. Tarr discussed with the Selectmen how he and Jay Matuszewski with Tri-State Backflow, conducted testing of backflow valves in town.  They were able to test 4 of them.   Mr. Tarr left at 6:45 P.M.
6:30 P.M. –  David Aiken, Recycling Transfer Center 

At 6:30 P.M. Mr. Aiken joined the meeting.  Mr. Aiken discussed with the Selectmen the type of fuel used at the RTC.  Mr. Aiken also discussed the need for replacing the baler used for glass crushing.  This has been discussed with the Selectmen previously.  Mr. Aiken had a quote for a used baler from Recycling Mechanical of New England.  Mr. Aiken has arranged with NRRA to have the crushed glass hauled off.  Mr. Aiken also updated the Selectmen that the fuel gauge on the oil tank has been fixed.  Mr. Aiken left at 7:25 P.M.
Ms. Pitt moved and Mrs. Paight seconded the motion to purchase a used baler at the purchase price of $2000 which takes into consideration a tradein of the current baler being used at the RTC.  The purchase will be of a Maren Vertical Baler, model 2036 and includes delivery and installation from Recycling Mechanical of New England.  

7:00 P.M. – Rita Grace, Cemetery 
Rita and David Grace joined the meeting at 7:00 P.M.  Mrs. Grace was asked to obtain quotes from Wilcox Tree Service, LLC, Washburn Enterprise, and McClure’s Tree Service for tree removal where the Pine Hill and Graniteville Cemeteries border.  The Selectmen and Mrs. Grace agreed on the using Wilcox Tree Service, LLC if his bid was within the acceptable range.  Mrs. Grace will contact the tree service to set up a time for the work to be performed.   Mr. and Mrs. Grace left at 7:45 P.M.
The Selectmen reviewed correspondence from Peter Knox concerning the mobile home park on Pleasant Street.  Ms. Pitt will respond to Mr. Knox.  

The Selectmen reviewed and signed Sewer totals from November to be presented to Keene Treatment Plant.  
ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

The Selectmen reviewed and signed posting registers. 

The Selectmen voted to waive a penalty for a property owner for not turning in the annual PA-28 Inventory of Taxable Property Form.  The owner of the property argued that the form was sent in.  Ms. Booth will send a memo to the Town Clerk advising of the waived penalty. 

The Selectmen reviewed minutes of the 12/05/2016, 12/09/2016, and 12/12/2016 Selectmen’s meetings.    Mrs. Paight moved and Mrs. Harris seconded the motion to accept the minutes of these meetings as drafted.  Vote to approve was unanimous.
